  The Unicorn Fund, Morgan Scott Project, and Salvation Army have been providing toys to underserved  

  children at Christmas time for several years.  In 2008 Terrie Cross, working with the Salvation Army, 

approached Verhonda Hembree, Unicorn Fund, about joining forces and changing the location from Capital Hill 

School to the Boys & Girls Club.  That first year 516 families were served providing two toys each for 1,248 

children in Scott County.  It was such a success that plans were readily made for 2009. 
 

Even though snow the night before moved the starting time from 8:00 am to 10:00 am on December 19, 2009, 

there were over 550 families who checked in to pick up two gifts each for their children.   (We do not have a 

final count at this time). The first one to arrive was at 4:30 in the morning.  Where did the toys come from?  The 

Unicorn Fund collects toys from businesses, churches, clubs, schools, and other groups. Morgan-Scott donates 

funds.  The Salvation Army collects toys from the Mission of Hope, Operation Sharing Tennessee, ALQI, and 

receives a grant from the Elgin Foundation for Christmas toys.
